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These spreadsheets are in MS Excel 2003 format and are best viewed in a resolution of 1024x 768 pixels or greater, with the Excel “zoom” set to 75%. Due to the large amount of temperaments, the worksheets are grouped in two spreadsheet files:

- UT-Regular.xls
Regular Temperaments and Just Intonations

- UT-Irregular.xls
Irregular Temperaments

Their structure is the same: each spreadsheet contains several worksheets. The first one is the General sheet with values used by all the other worksheets: in this General sheet the user should enter the desired reference tuning fork frequency for A in Hz.  This is the only user parameter in the spreadsheet, and it affects all the frequencies of sounds and beats in all the tables. Normally the user should avoid modifying any other cell in the spreadsheet, which is however not protected.

The other worksheets are individual for each temperament, all with the same format. There are two tables. On top is an horizontal table where the Generation and Analysis of the temperament is performed. The second section is a vertical table with frequencies and beat rates.
